CUSTOM PARTIAL IMPRESSION TECHNIQUE

AN ALTERNATIVE TECHNIQUE FOR MAKING A CROWN TO FIT AN EXISTING PARTIAL WITHOUT KEEPING THE PATIENT'S PARTIAL.

1.  Prepare the abutment tooth as usual.
2.  Retract the tissue and take a conventional impression for a crown, without the partial

     in place

3.  Inject any good polyvinyl or polyether impression material around the prep and the 

     internal portions of the partial involved with the crown.  Slightly overflow the clasp

     arms, the occlusial rests, etc.  Set partial in place.

        STEP #3 IS DONE WITHOUT TRAY INVOLVEMENT!
4.  After the impression is set, remove the partial and custom impression together.
5.  When impression material overflows clasp arms, occlusial rests, etc., gently remove 
     The material with a scapel blade to expose the clasp arms. This step will allow

     Removal of the impression from the partial without tearing the impression.

6.  Provide a study model of the partial in place.

7.  Return the partial to the patient and send the conventional impression and custom

     partial impression to us, Martines Dental Laboratory Inc. to fabricate a crown to

     fit the clasps, occlusial rests, etc..
